RESEARCHES ON COASTAL COLLECTIVE FISHING IN THE
KASHUBIAN PROVINCE

Mzathods and results of investigations.

The ethnographic literature, both Polish and German  ocne, was
dealing in the XIX th and in the first quarter of the XX th century
with the problems of collective fishing only on marge of a historical
and economic or ethnographic and geographic set of problems. Witness
to that bear the works of H, Golebiowski, F. Lorentz, A. Fischer, 1. Lehr-
Splawinski, J. Seeger, Girth, A, Sell, H. Wiinsche, 8. Riihle and
B. Benecki.

Above works take account at most of one of the forms of collective
fishing —the so called mashoperie (Dutch: matschapij — society, com~
pany) passing over in silence the question of eollective boat fishing. What
is more, we find in those works erroneous ideas about mashopsries which
are considered as communistic associations, hardened in their organiza-
tion form.

Research works initiated by Eddz ethnographers in 19471980 aimed
to learn the fundamental organization prineiples applied in coastal
fishing frem the end of the XIX th century to the present tine,

The methods and the range of ethnographic researches were under-
going numerous modifications as the region was becoming better known.
The investigations embraced the Baltic coast from Gdansk up tc Leba,
special attention being paid to the peninsula of Hel. For comparative
purposes investigations have been carried out in 1960 on the island of
Rugia.

Penetration researches have determined the contemporary range of
mashoperies and the general set of research problems, which was after-
wards widened during stationary investigations ecarried out in Karwia,
KuZnjca, Chatupy, Rewa and Chtapowo.

The problems of stationary investigations were adapted to concrete
economic and social conditions of particular hamlets. In Karwia, for
instance, which is 3 mixed village of fishermen and farmers, the resear-
ches concerned the economic collaberation between fishermen and far-
mers and the queestion of mashoperies fishing by means of trail nets.
In Kuznica, on the peninsula of Hel, the history of mashoperies fishing
eals has been studied. In addition to problems characteristic for a certain
hamlet, in all villages investigations were carried out concerning organi-
zation principles of collective fishing, on base of the same gquestion
sheet, In stationary research work two basic investigation metods were
fully applied: observation, the latter being carried out with all fisher-
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men of a given village. The material collected in this wa‘y has bee’n
elaborated and made apparent in tables ilustrating: profegsmnal Curri~
cula of particular fisherman, history of particular c'ollectu./es 'and for
a certain period-history of fishing in villages where inwestigation have
ried out. )
beenTi::rresearches revealed that the collective fishing in the Kashubian
Province makes its appearance at present time mainly in form of masha-
peries for fishing by means of nets called zaki, trail nets, and for boat
fishing. During the investigations scme characteristic features of these
teams have been determined; it has been also stated {hat then here are e?ssen—
tial differences as to organization principles of those teams from fx.sher-
men's villages. Above differences concern mainly the status of the skipper
i. e. the chief of the fishing team, the recruitment of the'members of
the team, their rights and duties, as well as the principles of the
partition of the gain. The researches revealed furthermore that t.he
organization of collective fishing is very elastic and does not have strict
rules rigorously applied in all circumstances. When necessary, the
fishing teams unife or part. The smallest indivisible component part of
all fishing teams is a three-hand-crew of a boat.

The researches of the Etnography Department in LodZz refuted the
very popular view in the ethnographic literature as to the 'se?sonal
and unstable character of the fishing teams, because the questl?n ?f
their durability even for several generations was influenced by kl'nsl.up
links, common exploitation cf the fishing area (called ton) and fishing
tackle possessed or used in common (boats and nets).

Changes in the organization of the inshore fishery take place now
under the influence of the developing deep-sea cutter fishing. The pro-
cess of modifications affects thee basic organization principles of tpe
teams, changés their structure and function keeping in the meanwhile
some ancient forms of collective work.

SUMMARY

The author of the present paper tried to make a brief synthesis of
the most important problems concerning the development of tcols and
of weaving technique in Western Pomerania in comparison with other
countries of the Baltic sea basin. The point of issue in the author's
report is the problem of raw materials connected with the cultivation
of flax and hem and raising of sheep. Next comes the description of
the preliminary treatment of fibriform plants and wool, After this, the
author deals with the problem of spinning and finally with the weaving
of linen and cloth. The analysis of weaving problems of that region
has been carried out in comparison with the situation in countries of
the Baltic sea basin, i, e. in Norway, Sweden, Finland, in the Soviet
Republics of Estonia, Latvia and Lithuanis, in Mazovia, Warmia, Ger-
many (Mecklenburg and Schleswig-Holstein) and Denmark because
Western Pomerania is a kind of section of a more vast territory cha-
racterized by numercus common features, both in the line of cultivation
and in processing and production of ready-made articles.

At the present moment the weaving in Western Pomerania and in
the remaining countries of the Baltic sea basin is in process of
extinetion, Hand spindles, spinning wheels and weaving workshops are
still working here and there but those are only sporadic isolated cases which
have no influence upon the quickly progressing decay. That is why the
base for conclusions in this paper was the present sfate of folk weaving.
In further sequence previous social and economic conditions have been
dealt with,
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As result of the analysis made it has been stated that the weaving
handicraft is very conservative in respect of production, the example of
it being, as already mentioned, archaic tools and primitive means of
working applied up to the oresent day. These to o ls are being used first
thing because their usage was conditioned by the existing social and
economic situation.

Signs of technical progress stated in various historical periods e. g.
in the domain of produciion means (application of an iroa comb, spinning
wheel, reel etc), penetrated in the everyday practice of the rural popu-
lation with great delay. A comparative analysis of the weaving technique
in Western Pomerania has revealed its cultural links with the remaining
cf the Baltic sea basin; above links penetrated by different routes frcm
south to north or vice versa. In spite of the fact that Pomerania has been
influenced by southern regions, some spzcific cultural features, common
with Baltic countries, remained in the province, being only slightly
deformed by influznces coming from territories more distant from the
sea. Among tools which are commonly used all over the territory inves-
tigated, the following ought to be ranked: brakes, scutchers, swingles,
brushes for hackling flax, hand and bench cards, distaffs, and spindle
whorls, spinning g-ars with a tuldge at the bottom part. In new econo-
mic and social conditions the former producers of yarn and iextiles
turned at the present time almost exlusively to raw material manu-
facturing. .

THE PIONEER PERIOD IN WEST POMERANIA
Summary

- The picnecr period is the name given by the authoress i7 the first
mcntins of crganizaticn seitlement works in the area of Recanguered
territcries before that area has passed under the Polish administration
zezovding o the Potsdam treaty from the 2 nd August 1945, During that
time the distinct model (an ideal sample) of a pioncer of the Reconquered
territories has-bezn formed; furthermore, above model has bz2en determi-
ned and fixed by the press ¢f that time and by the documentati>n of the
social organizations, The authoress differentiates the following picneer
groups: workmsn of forced labour and persons returning from the German
Reich, seitlers from the previous border areas, teams of dclezates and
patronage {eams. The charazcieristic features ¢f those gr:ups are at the
same time a demonstration ¢f an average model ¢f a pioncer encsunterad
in migration and seitlement campains on the Reconquered Territiries,
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Another subject of sociologic analysis were the chosen social institutions
which have begun their activities in. the picneer period, for instance:
administrative bodies, security and political agencies, educational and
scholarly institutions and establishments with an ec:nomic character
(enterprises, plants). The authoress pcints to the specific work conditions
of those institutions and emphasizes two characieristic phen:mena:
1) adoption by many an institution of such various functions which are not
in the program of their normal activities and competence, 2) initiation by
particular bodies of many various additional occupations which did not
belong to their official duties, Very typical for that periocd were als> fre-
quent changes of professions (taking on work in the above provinces in
quite a different line than the learnt profession). The risk of venturing
pioneer life wes mainly taken by young people with initiative, this having
had later an influence up:n the dynamism of the social and cultural life
in that area and also up.n the specific demographic process with its
exceptionally high increase of population.

EXTERIOR MIGRATIONS IN POMORZE ZACHODNIE IN 1955—1939,
CHANGES BOUNDED WITH IT AND SOME PROBLEMS OF
ADAPTATION OF REPATRIANTS TO NEW CONDITIONS

The auther begins with the thesis that the history of the actualpopulation

1) structure of the groups of population settled in Pomorze Za-
chodnie.

2) Migration movements in the period of 1855—1959.

3) Some results of the enquire investigations provided by the Insti-
tute for Social Economy (Instytut Gospodarstwa Spolecznego) from the

As a basis for the actual analysis, the latter results were mainly
taken, and in particular, the problems as follows:

a) factors of migration processes of repairiant and of their acco-
modation to the new environment,

b) differences in the age and sex siructure of the pcpulation in
Pomorze Zachodnie and of the repatriants in particular,

¢} structure of the repatriants’ families, their links with the native
and foreign countries as well as the social and professional structures
taken with the changes registered after settlement in Pomorze Zachodnie,

d) other problems of the repatriation.

The author begins with the thesis that the history of the actual popula-
tion in Pomorze Zezchodnie is a result of the migration movements related
to this region. The actual population there, is of migration origin. It
consists of the following proportions: /s are people resettled from the
other regions, 28 per cent — repatriants coming from territories outside
the Polish borders, reemigrants including, and, 6 per cent oaly the
native population.

Each of these groups was of different demographic, social and pro-
fessional structure.

It is clear from the analysis, that in 1950--1855 only a very little
mration movement could be stated. A greater exterior migration move-
ment has taken place in 1855-1959. As to its quantity there was
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a full compensation, but the tendencies of settlement were opposite one
to another. The emigration was carried out at the expense of leaving
villages and its basic purpose was the ,action to unite families”. The
emigration on that territory has touched about 17 per cent of the total
amount of he repatriants who have come to Poland. The greatest part
of the settlement action was registered in cities and small towns.

Furthermore, the author deals with he last wave of immigrants
who have settled in Pomorze Zachodnie. The article gives characteristics
of such immigration movement, and of its demographic and professional
structure., All relative changes are also described in the paper as well
as processes of accomodation to the new environment.

The conclusions are based on the results of the enquiry investiga-
tions covering 1097 familles in 179 administrative localities in the follo-
wing regions: Gryfice, Stargard Szczecifiski, Szczecinek and Stupsk.

In the present article all problems are dealt with that, according
to the author's opinion, are connected with the integration processes,

Of course, the integration of the last part of immigrants has begun
but very recently.

The analysis of enquiries has proved that the majority of the fami-
lies considers its settlement in Pomorze Zachodnie to be a satisfactory
and the immigrants do not want to change the place. The analysis
made by he author is based on a considerable quantity of statistical
{ables.

SURVEY AND PROSPECTS OF ETHNOGRAPHIC INVESTIGATIONS
IN WESTERN POMERANIA

SUMMARY

There are two different problems in the ethnography of Western
Pomerania, one of them being the complex of the ancient autochtonic
folk culture, the relics of which are still existing in the eastern confines
of Pomerania, and the second one, the modern ethnographic reality
developing in result of post-war Polish colonization and cultural adapta-
tion of various groups of settlers.

Out of the problems of the ancient folk culture in Western Pomera~
nia one of the most important scientific achievements is the stated fact
of existance of several territories and cultural regions. This has been
observed by W. Pessler and worked out by R. Holsten, W. Borchers,
K. Kaiser and others. The whole Pomerania is composed of three zones:
Pomerania beyond the river Oder, up to the river Wkra and Zarowa
(former German tferm- Vorpommern) Middle Pomerania up fo the river
Parseta and Lower Pomerania up tc Leba. Above thres zones can be
in their turn divided into two latitudinal areas: a coastal belt (Kiisten-
gebiet) end an inner belt (Binnenland). In the first one piscatoriel culture
prevails, in the second agriculture has the upper hand. Within the range
of those zones one can speak of cultural regions. They came into being
as result of various factors: geographie, economic (fishery and agricul-
ture), of settlement (influence of ethnically different groups of settlers)
of different social and economic position (monastic and knight's fee
villages) etc.

German scientists as a rule did not notice the influence of the Slav
substratum upon those regional differentiations. Polish secience aims to
take into account the acting of all factors and among others also the
importance of the Slav substratum, and evaluates in a different way the
essence of the Germanization process than it has been preached by old-
time German scholars, On this base the Polish science has carried out
detailed investigations of the ancient Slav tribal system and of the Ger-
manization process. Here ought to be quoted research works of 'i". Lehr~
Splawinski, G. Labuda, K. Slaski and alii. The Polish Ethnography has
initiated minute investigations of particular cultural phenomena in order
to draw conclusions from the form of separate elements (which are
often but scarce relics) as to the Slav culture of that region and as to
the ethnic origin of separate waves of settlers which toock up their
quarters in Pomerania on a Slav supstratum.
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Thus, the researches in the line of folk architecture concern the
genesis of several types of houses: the ,pyrzycki” house (mérkisches
Dielenhaus) in the coastal belt — a type originating from the Lower
Saxon house, the house with a wide frontal part and a rectangular yard,
and the Slovinian house. In the south we find also a narrow-faced house
with a porch. The German scientists claim an exclusive German genesis
of these types of houses. Polish scholars (A. Dobrowolska, B. Stelmachow-
ska, Z. Radacki and T. Wréblewski) see in them also distinct Dutech —
Friesic and Slav-Polish influence. They pay attention fo the fact that
the type of houses found in Western Pomerania are types produced on
place by combining several architectionic conceptions, among others also
the oldest one- the native Slav.

In West-Pomeranian schooner building (works of T. Delimat
and H. Wilczewski) one can state the appearance of such boats only,
which existed in that land already in the Slav period.

The national dress has been also differentiated in the same way

as architecture, every region having practically its own costume (the
Pyrzyce, Rugia, Jamno and Kashubian dress). The German ethnography
admitted the existance of Slav elements only in the Kashubian dress.
Polish ethnography (researches of B, Stelmachowska and espscially of
A. Dobrowolska) has discovered in different regions ancient, local types
of dresses of Slav origin and some relics in the women’s and men's
garments (linen white mourning shecet with heed~ gear called czolko
and podgebnik, a kerchief roll carried under the arm (Regenrolle) as
well as a man's shirt worn as a blouse ,na wypust”). The territorial
range of those garments was practically similar to the ancient range of
Slav colonization which is a proof of the Slav influence upon the dresses
in that area.
. The same phenomena exist in the folklore of Western Pomerania.
Here also, together with wvarious influences of different epochs and
historical styles (Middle Ages, Renaissance, Barogque), middle-class
and military fashion, Polish ethnographic investigations reveal quite
a number of cultural analogies of this territory with other Slav and
Polish regions. This problem, same as problems previously mentioned
requests further examination.

The section of social and spiritual culture is not sufficiently investi-
gated by the Polish ethnography. The German ethnography has sceumu-
lated in this question a vast literature concerning habits and family
rites, annual ordinances, fairy {fales, stories, legends, proverbs, dances
and folk music but has seldom acknowledged their Slav origin and
‘what is more, only if this influence concerned the eastern area, wherea;
in the customs and habits and in the collections of folk literature of
the whole Pomerania, numerous Slav cluzs are met with. Scheolars have
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here a vast field of work to reveal and to interpret above material.

A survey of field investigations having respect to autochton culture
shows that they are various and they originate from different centres.
Most actively worked in this domain prof. dr B. Stelmachowska who
died in 1956. She investigated mainly the culture of Slovinians and.
Kashubians. Field investigations are also carried out by museums. The
Museum of Szezecin made researches on means of transport and archi-
tecture. The Ethnographic Museum in Torun, chief prof. dr Znamierow=-
ska-Prifferowa, is carrying investigations in the district of Zlotéw, which
concern several problems. The chair of Architecture and Country plan-
ning, Polytechnical Scheol in Gdansk, makes documentation for folk
building in thz territory of the whole Pomerania. The Polish Ethno-
graphic Society carries out systematic investigations for the Polish
Ethnographic Atlas.

Lately, systematic investigations have been initiated.

They concerned the second set of ethnographic problems of Western
Pomerania, viz, the fcrmation, as result of Polish post-war coloni-
zation, of a new culture in the country, generated in processes of mutual
adaptation of wvarious groups of settlers. In researches organized and
directed by prof. dr J. Burszta, on behalf of the Polish Ethnographic
Society and under the patronage of the National Council of the Koszalin
Province, 13 pariicipants have been contributing their share to the work.
Stationary investigations lasting a whole month covered six villages in
the district of Koszalin. Each of those villages has a different ethnogra-
phic structure. In the village Labusz, for instance, there prevail settlers
from the Lublin and Kielee areas, in the village Msecice settlers from
the province of Poznan, in Iwigcin from the district of Wielun, whereas
in Jamno no prevalence whatsoever could be stated; as o the village
of Wierciszewo, the most numerous and cultural settlers are immigrants
from territories across the river Bug. In connection with such wvarious.
ethnographic structure the cultural levelling within the range of parti~
cular villages mentioned above has also various forms presenting a kind
of ethnographic synthesis.

The results of investigations formulated in a most concise summary
would be as follows:

1) The process of social integration has peen already completely
achieved. Each villagz has a new country scciety with strong local bonds
constituted in many spheres: influence of the new type of a good farmer
local patriotism, social bonds, neighbourly links noticeable in various
forms of mutuzl help (such as backing bred by turss, feathar plucking,
common cattle pasture, customary collaboration by digging of potatoes
ete), vanishing of antagonisms which have initially arisen on base of
different provenance and cultural distinetness: and finally a strong
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tendency (most visible in the population of the Lemki) to adapt oneself
in every respect to an average social type.

2) A very advanced process of cultural adaptation. It is wvisible:
a) in a vanishing of those cultural elements (tools, inventory, dresses,
ritual and customary forms) which were catching too much attention
and became the object of a negative social opinion; b) in a mutual
exchange of the content and cultural elements recognized as necessary
and useful, e. g. mutual adoption of some elements in family rites (like,
for instance, wedding and funerary ones) annual ordinances, in termino-
logy and vocabulary where Central Polish forms are prevailing, in the
way of wearing some parts of garments (e. g. head kerchiefs) populari-
zation of some tools and decline of some others, etc,

3) Generation of some new forms of customs and rites viz. the so
called ,kuligs’” — namesday sledge parties, Xmas ordinances (the so0
called ,Jozefy” ,Kréle” , Wigiliarze” ete.).

4) A very strong tendency of old beliefs to take root in new places
in a form of creeds, superstitions, magic practices ete. and generation of
new class already linked with the dwelling.

MANUFACTURERS OF CROSS EMBROIDERIES AND THEIR
WORKING TOOLS

SUMMARY

In the research works and monographs on embroideries carried out
so far hardly any attention was paid to their makers, because it was
not the man who was the subject of interest for the investigators but
mainly his products. That is why it is difficult to speak today about the
embroideresses and about their workshops.

In antiquity and in Middle Ages embroideries were manufactured
by serfs or by special master workers associated in guilds. Yet, on base
of oral tradition it is known that women were also occupied tc make
embroideries. Queens, noblewomen, bourgeoises and even peasant women
‘were also occupied to make embroideries. Queens, noblewomen, bourgeoi~
ses and even peasant women (within the framework of their duties
towards the landlord because they could not work on their own account),
all were embroidering. As to the latter, it was found that almosat every
beasant woman knew to embroider, this being so because they acquired
that capacity together with the old technique, samples and means of
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manufacture by way of inherited tradition. That is why during the
period of serfage the word embroideress, by which we understand today
a specialist working to earn cne’s living, was unknown in the country.
Embroideries were manufactured mainly in automn and in winter, it
being known that the girls learned from the elders: frcm their grand-
mother, mother or girl — friend during pasturage. When conted crcss-
stitch is applied the main thing is to calculate the threads of the tissue —
then the sewing goes on, almost mechanically,

Toward the end of the XX th century the profession of the conutry
embroideress began to crystallize, Of great help were the school shere
faney-work has been launched, professional embroideresses working in
tcwns and convents where rich people have sent their daughters to get
instructions, as well as the fact that poor, weak and lime women, unfit for
housework had to make their living somehow, the manufacturing of
embroideries being for them the best work.

It was paid for fancy-woork, mainly in kind or by helping in house-
work, though many women embroidered for their own use. They applied
special embroidery patterns or stencils which were so to say a certain
kind of framework for their creative possibilities and an obligatory
canon in the assortment of motifs. Such restraint in the art of embroi-
dery, sanctified by tradition and law was an ideal hinderance in the
development of conception and creative individuality.

The patterns have also their history, by watching it one can also
observe changes in embroideries developing parallelly. Yet, not 21l the
women made use of patterns. The more capable of them, especially in
modern times, had their own conception, although within the limits of
tradition. At the present time we know the names of many embroideres-
ses and women which can embroider -~ every ragion where cross-stitch
embroydery is met with has its own set of specialists in this lins. Even
in other Slav countries the situation is the same, with the only excep-
tion that there (e. g. among the Serbians, Croatians, Bulgarians and
Slovaks) much traditional embroidery customs have been conserved.

At embroidery work home made tissues and threads, mainly linen
ones were always used. If was not until the development of indusiry
that c¢ne began to make an increasing usage of factory goods. Yet, one
has always chosen the adequate thickness of threads and linen. More
modern embroideries are more differentiated in this respect, besides th=
crossstich is bigger and often uneven and the threads are multicoloured.
One is working by means of a needle, usually of medium thickness.
Other tools afe’seldom used, even seissors have no application.

The present paper shows that technical utensils and the art to make
the stitches were rlways something unchangeable, whereas the motifs
and the composition were elements subject to changes: their form,
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colour, application and meaning changed. Also the maker changed being
each time a different individuality.

MATERIALS CONCERNING THE PROBLEM OF PEASANT
ECONOMY IN THE REGION BORY ORAWSKIE

SUMMARY

On the territory of north-western Podhale and Gérna Orawa
a vast complex is stretching called by the local population ,,Bory”, above
complex being composed of peateries, soaked grounds, woods, sectors
of arable fields and barrens,

The subject matter of the present paper is the peasant econcmy in
the Bory - lying within the administrative confines of the hamlets
Jablonka and Chyine in the area of Orava. In both mentioned hamlats
the Bory complex is collective property. Except a small part, which came
into being not until the end of World War II, as result of agrarian
reform, and which is the property of the fisc — the Bory complex iz
the property of so called ,urbary”, i. e. economic socizties existing now
a continuation of a collective property of serfs to whom land was gran-
ted in 1848, Besides this property of the urbary, thers exists in the Bory
region a collective property of particular fields, as indezpzndant economic
units, and individual property. Both the physiographic character and
the specific peculiarities connected with property have a aecisive
influence upon the way in which separate earth sectors are beineg used
in Bory. In this complex the following kinds of economy are met with
or were met with till receantly:

1. output of peat 2. shepherding and agricultural economy 3. pastu-
rage of sheep 4. forestry.

The subject matter of thal work are the three first kinds of eco-
nomy. On base of archival material of the urbary (the literaturs of that
‘prokblem is rather non-sxisting) and of field investigetions the author
has given a characteristic of the work technique and the legal regula-
tions connecied with the output of peat. Much place has been devotad
to shepherding and agricultural economy in the region of Bory, intere-
sting because of the preserved archaic systems of economy ia the abova
mentioned area. The problem of the displacement of the rural economy
range in the province of Orava, the withdrawing of the agriculture
from positions exposed in connection with demographic factors compose
‘the main dilemma of the aforesaid ferritory. :

VILLAGE PRACZE, DISTRICT OF MILICZ IN 1945--1960

The present work is a summary of a big ethnographic research
work entitled ,Lower Silesian” village Pracze, District of Milicz in
1945—1960” dealing with all the problems of the culture in the country
and with changes which occured in this line during 1945—1980.

The authoress took into account not only the adaptation process of
the immigrated settlers in respect to the geographie, social an cultural
environment but also the process of integration which keeps going on.
Together with a description of the contemporary culture of the village
of Pracze, the authoress reveals the whole mechanism of changes,
quoting the factors which have influenced above transformations. She
states that the process of adaptation and integration took the quickest
course in the domain of material culture due te the ~~~nomic necessi-
ties of the immigrants and was much slower in the sphere of social and
spiritual culture because here there was no Immediate necessity of
quick adaptation to the new environment.
