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TEOFIL CHODZIDEO

THE KARAGASHES — TOFALARS

Summary

The ethnographic moncgraphy entitled ,,The Karagashes-Tofalars” is
a synthetic collection of information about this tribe based cn published
sources which, as it seems, aren’t supplemented any more with new terri-
torial investigations. As we know, the primitive culture of the Karagashes
was subject to such deep changes under the influence of the Octoker revo-
lution that this tribe hardly exists any longer as a separate ethnographie
unit. The mentioned revolution changed the living conditicns of that
fribe which was never numerous. A Tofalar national region with an
administrative and cultural centre in Alyzdjer was created in 1830; this
region makes a part of the Nijnieudinsk district of the Irkutsk province,
In 1930—31 all Karagashes were gathered together and setiled in three
kolzhoses: ,The Red Hunter” (Krasnij okhotnik) in Alygdjer, 8. M. Ki~
roff’s kolkhos in Nerkha and Kyzyl-Tofa in Vierkhnaia Gutara. The set-
tled Karagashes are occupied with hunting, cattle-rearing, agriculture,
vegetable gardening and fishing. They dwell in wooden houses of the
Russlan type. Children and youth go to school. There is a hospital and
a high professional scheol in Alygdjer. The ancient beliefs and the sha-
manism entirely disapeared.

In the introduction to his work the author has given a concise descrip-
tion of the actual state of the Karagashes, hcwever his general aim is to
draw a picture of the ancient culture of this {ribe, i. e. when this folk’
5111l represented a separate ethnographic unit. As this iribe was known
in the old ethnographic literature exclusively under the name of Kara-
gashes the author is using in his work that very name, though lately
in the Russian literature this felk is called Tofalares or Tofa.

The authcer has divided his monography into 7 parts, uneven as to
their - olume. Chapter cne gives a critical review of the main sources
collected during the last {wo centuries. It appears that the literature
concernig the Karagashes Is comparatively scanty and not too ancient.
The lack and the fragmentariness eof sources in the domain of religion
or beliefs is making itself particularly felt.
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Chapter second is consacrated to the description of the geographic
properties of the region where the Karagashes used to dwell. They occu-
pied the eastern slopes of the Sayan montains, the territories adjacent
to the Gutara, Biriusa, Uda, Iya, Oka and Kama rivers. The author
quotes information concerning the fauna, flora, climate, anthropological
pecularities of the Karagashes, their language and quantity as well as
information concerning the administrative partition carried ocut by the
fcrmer Russian authorities. He deals also with the problem of the
extinetion cf this folk and is of the opinion that the Karagashes don’t
actually form a separate geographic unit any more.

Till recently the Karzgashes spoke a Turkic dialect but in the middle
of the 19th century during the exploration of that land by Castren the
Samoyed dialect was still used in two uluses out of a total number of
five. The Karagash language beside Samoyed elements has also words
showing a connection with Ulgur and Yakut languages as well as distinct
traces of a contact with Mongolian dialects. Lean-words from the Rus-
sian are of course acquisitions of the latest period, viz. of the three last
centuries since the Karagashes became Russian subjects.

The third chapter is a sur ey of material culture, i. e. of economic life
conditiors, dwelling, clothes and feeding. The main occupations of the
Karagashes were: hunting, fishing, reindeer-breeding, collecting of plant
fruit, and forest apiculture. For some time past a rather accesscry cccu-
pation of the Karagashes was wage labour in gold-fields and carting of
wood and hey. Till recently they did not have permanent dwelling houses,
but only so called urases, kind of a yourta, (nomad tent), covered in the
summer with birch rind and in the winter wite reindeer skins; they
didn’t much differ in that from the Samoyeds or the nothern nomadic
Yakuts. Felled timter huts and barns were but recently adopted from
the Russians. The old type of clothes made of reinder skin has been
already replaced by imported clothes or by garments manufactured of
imported materials; previous national samples have been only partly kept.
The old kind of clothes isn’t used any more because the reindeer-breeding
has fallen into decay.

In concert with the decline of reindeer-breeding the nourishment of
the Karagashes became also worse, Not only the ocecasional consumption
of meat fell off but milk also disapeared from the diet. Karagashes used
to milk the reindeer and they adopted this custom probably from nomad
tribes through the mediation ¢f the Soyots.

The fourth chapter deals with social culture, the latter being the result
of a mixing of custcms and usages practised by esllecting and shepherding
trites. Of special interest is a very distinct equality of rights existing
between both sexes. In the past virginity was requested before the maid
was married but later on morals and manners became very loose. The
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author attributes it to the Yenisey and Yakut influence. In spite of this,
marriages are stable, which is probably due to the fact that the will of
the young couple is decisive in making that union as well as due to the
influence of the orthodox church. A closer linking in alienated families
is also noticeable, this being due to life conditions which are unfavourable
for making large groups.

In chapter five the author describes the beliefs, the traces of shamanism
and morals. According to him the shamanism is of Turkic origin and the
most primitive beliefs are inherited from the Samoyds. The analysis of
religious beliefs is very difficult because the Karagashes were tourned
into Crthodox faith some two hundred years ago which contributed to
3 mixing of former beliefs with new Christian and Lemaist creed. The
latter penetrated through the mediation of the Soyots and the Buryats.
The elements of dualistic beliefs can be traces of influence exerced by
shepherding, i. e. Turkic {ribes whose shamanism has a dualistic form,
wiz. a black and a white form. The way of burial rites shows also
Samoyed, Turkic and lamaist influences. The author guotes examples of
fortune-telling and interpretation of dreams. Conjugal customs, such
as prchibition of the levirate, polygamy as well as the indissolubility
of the conjugal union, the defence for the widows and widowers to marry
for the fourth fime and the usual obligatory monogamy should be ex-
plained by the influence of the Orthcdox church.

Chapter six is consacrated to science and art. We find here an index
¢f astronomic items, a calendar with 13 moon months, measures, scant
creative work, games, entertainments, puzzles, music and songs, myths
and tales,

Chazter seventh gives a general survey of results and points to va-
rious cultural layers; the initial Samoyed substratum of the Karagashes
is found in the ancient rites of burying the dead, in the connection of
reindeer-breeding with hunting, in the covering of huts (yourts) with
reindeer skins in winter and in the summer time with birch rind, in the
still existing numercus Samoyed words in the actual Karagashes dialect,
and in the Samoyed names of families. The Turkic layer appears first
of all in the language forced upon the Karagashes by the Turkic tribz
of Kachyntry during the ancient period when the Karagashes were con~
nected with the Soyois and Koybals. The vestige of this connection is
a great resemblance of the Karagashes with the Soyots, though the latter
have already a much higher standard of economical development due to
their transition to agricultural work., The inheritance of the Buryat in-
fluence ocught to be considered as a younger layer and the most recent
cultural laver is the influence of the Russian colonization which essen-
tially changed life conditions of this smale ethnic group.

SILESIAN RURAL LITERATURE AND PERIODICALS
FROM THE XVI-XVII CENTURIES AS SOURCES FOR THE HISTORY
OF VILLAGES AND AGRICULTURE

Summary

In order to learn better the history of Silesian villages new sources are
required. A thorough investigation of this problem is inconceivable without
consideration of the production and technigque of the Silesian agriculture.
Ol1d books on agriculture are just that kind of sources giving most valuable
information. Yet, there was a strange lack of appreciation of these sources
up to now, However the same criterion ought to be applied here as in
case of other sources for village history, viz, inventories, rural records and
recruiting lists. They should be also subject of a thorough analysis. All
these sources can be divided into three groups: I. Books on agriculture
written on base of a solid knowledge of rural economy and observations
made by author which usually have agreat experience in this line. 2. Books
one part of which contains a description of ancient, mostly Roman rural
works, and the other part only information based on own experience,
3. Books on agriculture exclusively based on ancient literature, mainly
of ancient authors dealing with rural problems. It is quite obvious that
the books mentioned under I, have the greatest value,

As far as Silesia is concerned the chief work of that sort is the "Oeco-
nomia oder Hausbuch™ written by J. Coler in 1593—1601 (German scientists
call such books Hausviterliteratur). Above work published 20 times (during
1893--1711) concerns but partly rural economy in Silesia; of great impor-
tance in it is the ccomparative description of ancient agrarian economy
in Silesia, Brandenburg, Mecklenburg and Saxony. The author has a perfect
knowledge of ancient and medieval literature and his erudition is im-
posing, but this circumstance lowers the value of this work as source
for the history of Silesian agriculture.

Another work of this kind is the "Kurzabgefastes schlesisches Wirt-
schatsbuch” (Wroctaw, 1700), written by an unknown author.

In the middle of the XVIIIth century a new, better type of rual books,
based on experience and partly on scientific sources, appears in Silesia.
The first author of such a literature was J. Leopoldt, son of a Silesian
peasant and who was administrating big landed properties in Saxony and
Silesia for a period of 30 years. His work entitled ,,Nutzliche und auf die
Erfahrung gegriindete Einleitung zu der Landwirtschaft” (Sorau, 1750) is
a handbook for agriculiure of a more modern type and gives a systematic
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description of the economy of a big manor. A rather classical work of the
Silesian rural literature of the new type is the book of H. G. Dresky
entitled ,Die nach Grundsitzen und Erfahrung abgehandelte schlesische
Landwirtschaft” (Wroelaw, 17711777, 3 volumes). The work of B. Tschir-
ner (Der schles. Landwirt mit patriotischer Freyheit, Wroctaw 1771, Vol.
111} is less good. Worth to be mentioned is the book of K. von Benken-
dorf entitled ,Vergleichung der maérkischen und pommerschen Landwirt-
schaftsarten mit der schlesischen” (Halle, 14€6, in which the author gi es
a comparative description cf the specific features of the Silesian economy.
He is a convinced adherent ¢f the new form cof agriculture, advocates
stabling of cattle and improved meadow cultivation, passes in review the
peculiarities of Silesian sheep rearing, describes agricultural tools and the
means of natural and artificial manuring of Silesian rural lots.

The second part of the XVIIIth century was in Silesia, just like in the
Polish Commonwealth, a pericd of trials in order to break with the old
system of rural economy and to build it on new principles. The first
Silesian agricultural pericdicals published many articles in ithat subject
Those magazines were: “Schlesiche cekonomische Sammlungen” (Wroclaw,
1754—1762, vol. I—III), "Oekonomische Nachrichten der patriotischen Ge-
sellschaft in Schlesien” (Wroclaw, 1773—1779), "Der patriot. Gesellschaft
in Schlesien neue cekonomische Nachrichten” Wroctaw, 1780) and “Schic-
sische Provinzialbldtter”, which appeared in 1783.

On this background the originality of Martin Grecer’s work "Kurze
und gar einfaltige Einleitung zu der Landwirtschaft” prepared for printing
and edited by S. Inglot in 1954 (Polish translation of I, Piprek is distinetly
visible. This unique werk in exclusively consacrated to the problem of
peasant rural economy in Lewer Silesia and, what is more, dating from
the end of the XVIth century, i. e. earlier than the beok of Coler, It is
impossible to find a similar work in the whole ancient world literature
o this matters. It is a pity that other Grosser’s works were not published
in which he wrote about sheep breeding and collected in a form of
aphorisms various observations of the peasants regarding the weather,
different special rural activities and other things of similar contents,

We are bound to mention only those Silesian books which deal with
all the problems cof rural econcmy in that province. It should be stressed
that even particular kinds of rural prcduction had their own literature.
Enough to say that already in the XVIth century the technique of the
Silesian fish industry in ponds and rivers was published in Polish by
Olbricht Strumenski (Craccw, 1573) and in Wroclaw a beok by the bishop
of Olcmuniec J. Dubravius, entitled ”"De piscinis et piscibus” was edited
in 1547. A comparative research werk on the subject of both mentionzd
books has been recently published by S. Inglot and A. Nyrek (Wroclaw,
1960),

CASES OF FAME INFRINGEMENT IN VILLAGE COURTS
IN LITTLE POLAND (MALOPOLSKA) REGISTRED DURING
THE XVih_—XVIIIth CENTURIES

Summary

Village courts which were gradually submitted to an evergrowing con-
trol of the manor, investigated in principle all cases which used to occur
in the village and in particular also cases when "Somebody’s good fame
was taken away”. In the most ancient village court registers (XVth——XviIth
centuries) prevail notices, drawn up in such a laconic way that it is often
hard to say what was the matter of the infringement (,diffamatio”)., The
most frequent were cases in which a person accused of larceny appeared
before the court et interrogavit tfotam communitatem primo, secundo,
tertio et quarto utrum sibi aliquam culpam daret pro furticinio vel pro
alisliqua alia re inhonest”. As nobody came forward with a formal accu-
sation — ius eum decrevit fore et esse bonae famae”, If the suspicion
concerned a newcomer from outside, he brought sometimes a sort of
a cortificate of good behaviour ("litterae conservatoriae”) issued by that
village municipality where he originated from. The whole legal procedure
is called in the sources “iustificatio”, "restitutio bonae famae”, 7adiudi-
catio honoris”.

The court registers of the XVth gnd XVIth centuries sometimes mention
an abuse of offending words ("mala verba”, "verba improba et pessima”)
They ussually ccncerned an immoral life or illegitimate birth.

We find much more materials of this kind in village court registers
of the XVIIth gand XVIIIth centuries. Here also the infringement of fame
occurs in most cases by rebuking somebody for theft or sexual immorality
and sometimes for deeds considered to be disgraceful although they were
not eriminal. We meet in the registers mcre often than before with cases
being an oral defamation. On base of sources of this period a dictionary
of words, undecent and covering with shame, as well as a catalogue of
shoking gestures (among them the most frequent was the showing of the
hinder part of the bedy or the shameful lifting of the skirt).

In almost all cases in which “infringement of fame” cccured, the court
ordered the culprit to beg the offended pardon. It was a public apology
in the presence of the community gathered in the court. In scme villages
the procedure was highly formal: the excuse was connected with the
»return of the good fame” and with a revocation of the offending words
which was called, "barking cff”, The formulae of this “barking off” and
the notice that it had to be done by the guilty after he got under a bench

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remained in the registers. Petty misdemeanours were usually punished
in the way that the offender had to apologize {o the victim, If somebody
was accused with a more serious offence, he was sentenced beside the du‘'y
of apolegizing and barking off to a fine, to be flogged or to be put into
jail. The more serinus was the charge, the bigger was the punishment
which a thoughtless accuser ought to expect.

RAFTING OF TIMBER ON THE UPPER SOLA

Summary

The opinion which prevailed heretofore and originated from the geo-
graphers o fthe nineteenth century, that rafting of timber didn’t exist
neither on the upper Vistula nor on its initial right-side confluents,
because of the mountainous character of the rivers. Historical and dia-
lectolcgie matrials concerning timber rafting on the Upper Scla in the
Zywiec territory are at variance with above mentioned opinion.

We have two reports, both dating from the middle of the inieteenth
century, in which rafting of timber on the Sola river upwards of Zywiec
had been described: the author of the first report, intitled — Historical
and geographical notice about the Zywiec district — Cieszyn, 1859, was
Janota, whereas the second report — The Beskidy mountaineers or Gorale
of the western slopes of the Carpathian Mountains, Cracow, 1951, was
written by Delaveaux. A still earlier source are documents of the Record
Office enumerating duties in Zywiec manors at the beginning of the
eighteenth century (Inventcry of the Wegierska Goérka dominion, dated
1715, manuscript from the Museum of the Zywiec district in Zywiec).
For the majority of the villages situated cn the Upper Scla and its main
confluents timber rafting was a bondage up to the time when serfdom was
abolished. Later on the peasants became undertakers themselves and
‘started the business of timber rafting to Cracow, which ended in the south~
western part of the Zywiec territory when the government began to build
a railway in 1884.

The rafting of the timber went from a place only several kilometers
away frcm the river source ,in a village called S61 (about 20km to the
south-west of Zywiec) where suitable conditions for rafting existed
after pouring rains. A high level of water occured usually three times
a year: at spring, at the beginning of the summer and in the automn,
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lasting, two three days. Various sorts of timber, planks and shingles were
rafted, subject to the level of the water, The way the rafts were built was
primitive. In order to kncck the rafts together, pegs were used instead
of nails. Even the rudcer was often fixed by means of beechen wedges and
less often by means of iron borers. As the rafting on a swift mountain
river was difficult, the raft, knocked together out of 5 (exceptionally 3)
to ten logs, 25 “iokei™ (15 mtrs) long or 36 “lokei” (22 mirs), had two
rudders: the froni and the back one and two rafsmen steered above raft
dewn-stream in the upper reaches of the river, For the purpose of mooring
or connecting several rafts together in the lower reaches where the rafting
was easy and safe, the so called krzepiny or iwisted withes, or nut-
tree twigs have been used instead of ropes.

The vceabulary of the Zywiec raftsmen forms a very specific and
particular group in the already known general terminolegy of the wood-
floaters. Special atiention deserve words and meanings which have not
been mentioned in dictionaries or in other sources up to now: kes and
pojecie (raft) krzepina (kind of rope made of twisted withes or
nut-tree twigs), wicsto (rudder), sptaw or prz ybytek raising of
water, spust waer level and its different heights: staby spust,
$rednispust, dobry spust and cigzki spust, pod pazuchg
(interior line of the river curve), na narecie (exterior line of the river
curve), kis¢, kise, kis, water in the river before freezing, listow~
nica the last autumn raising of the water.

SPATIAL SCHEDULE OF THE POPULATION MIGRATORY MOVEMENT
IN THE OPOLE DISTRICT

Summary

The migratory campaign in 1945—1947 has embraced, beside other
territories reccnquered by Poland, also to some extent the district of Opole,
This area, densely inhabited from time immemorial by an indigenous
Polish population has kept these folk till the present day. The newcomers,
i. e. the immigrants frcm Central Poland, repalriates from its eastern
confines, which belonged till 1938 to that country, as well as those who
came {rom other European countries, form but a small percentage of the
actual population of the Opole district. In order to represent the picture
of the spatial partition of the newly-arrived in the Opole district and
taking into account their origin and prcfession, investigations have been
made during January—April 1949 which undoubtedly will have some
meaning for an economic planning in this territory, As far as an ethno-

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grapher is concerned, the most interesting thing for him is the possibility
to watch closely the contact of two cultures in that area, which have
different features although they both grew up of a common trunk, viz
the culture of the Opole autochtons and that of the settlers who came from
other places. The investigaticns are gcing to be continued.

The first phase of the investigations was based on extracts from house-
registers in various rural districts, in line with a special questionnaire.
As result of above investigations the following rural district have been
differentiated:

1. Rural districts peopled almost exciusively with autochtons.

2. Districts in which autochtons prevail and in which groups of newly-
arrived form a homogenous mass in the sense of their origin.

3. Districts with very mixed group of immigrants and with very distinct
majority of native pcpulation.

Out of a numtcer of 129,895 men teing the total of the population living
in the Opole district, without the tcwn of same name, the quantity of
autochtons is 120,575, the number c¢f immigrants coming from Central
Poland is 4727, the number of settlers, repatriated from territories beyond
the Bug river is 4543, the number of repatriants from other countries is 3.

The prevailing part of the repatriates originates from the Provinces
of Lwow, Tarnopol and Wolyn, their profession being agriculture. The
immigrants are former inhabitants of the Silesia — Dabrowa, Cracoew and
Lodz Provinces. The majority of them are working in the industry line;
a considerable percentage belongs to other professions. Out of a total
amount of 9320 immigrants, 4141 men continue to work in their orginal
profession, 5159 are membres of their families and are kept by them.

BASIC CLASSIFICATION OF AGRICULTURAL TOOLS
(SYSTEMATIZATION PROBLEMS OF ELEMENTS
OF MATERIAL CULTURE)

Summary

In classificaticn and in systematization which are means of a scientific
description -—— general principles, elaborated by lcgic and by the science
of the structure of kncwledge and common fcr all its branches — are
binding. The object cf classificaticn and systematization in the domain
of culture are the conscious and expedient actions cf men, tied together
by social links, as well as the product of those actions, it being known
that the sense of the product ccmes from its connection with the above
actions of men.
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It is admitted to divide the whole culture into three big parts: the
material spiritual and social culture corresponding to the differentiation
of requirements satisfied by the various cultural actions of a man and
by their products.

Plant-growing as well as gathering, hunting, fishing and cattle-raising
being means of procuring one’s 1i ing, belong to the material culture.
In the way of grcwing agricultural plants three subdivision elements of
activity and its products have to be taken in account: 1) the technique of
earth cultivation before the sowing, 2) the technique of the plant care and
3) the technique of the harvesting of the cereals and root-crops.

Within the range of earth cultivation the objects of classification are
the agricultural operations and the tools requested for various agricultural
works. The determination in which degree an agricultural action influen-
ces upon the form of the tool that is product of ancther action is an
important cognition problem in the building of the taxonomy of agricul-
tural tools,

Taking into consideration the changes produced in the structure of the
soil and the way of ploughing we discern the following groups of agri-
cultural tools:

1. Tools without parts which go deep into the earth; to this group
belong the so called wi6ki, which are trailed on the surface of the ploug-
hed soil and which level its tussocky parts, as well as field rollers used
for the ramming of the earth.

2. Tools which loosen superficially the earth (harrow).

3. Tools lcosening the earth deeper than the harrcws (hoes on bars,
hoes with one ploughshares, primitive wooden ploughs and hoes with
many ploughshares).

4. Tools fer heaving off layers of earth and for making fieldpatches
(one-side ploughs).

5. Tools for heaving off layers of earth and for making a flat surface
of the field (two-side ploughs).

6. Tocls or heaving off layers of earth, loosening it and forming field-
patches (cne side harrcws with two cudgels).

7. Tocls for heaving off the earth, loosening it and forming = flat
surface of the field ({wo-side harrow with a small shovel).

FORMS AND TECHNIQUE OF FOLK MEN’S HEADGEAR MAKING
Summary

The scarcity of sources for an investigation of the history of clothes
and particulary of the technique of their making is replenished by means
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of ethnographic materials which supply most valuable data. They give
us the possibility to make a thorough aguaintance with the still existing
products of headgear and on top of everything not only from the side of
its form but also from the point of view of the raw material requested
and the technique of making.

The development of the different headgear parts can be considered
as a constant change in the system of the covering of the human body.
Those changes in the process of their evelution were due first of all
to the anthropogeographic conditions, to the discovery of all sorts of raw
materials and to the acquired knowledge of how to use them and depended
also of the everchanging fashion. Undoubtedly, the greatest part of the
creative efforts was consacrated to the elaboration of the covering forms
of such a complicated block as the human body, with due regard for the
movement, and taking also into account the covering of the extremities.
The present work is an analytic test from that point of view of folk men's
headgear worn at the end of the XIXth and at the beginning of the
XXth centuries, first of all on the Polish territory. It seemed as if the
covering of the head, which from the geometric point of view is a part
of the surface of a globe, wouldn't request much complicated caleulation,
Yet, a more accurate investigation of the manufacture technique of the
headgear shows that in this line many solutions of the problem did exist
and do exist further on.

The cutting of the headgear often requested the same methods which
are applied in geometry when we want to transfer the surface of the
globe on a plene and vice versa. That is why the technique of making
the headgear, and of the cutting of same, should be also examined from
the geometric point of view. Only such an attitude can help to understand
that many forms of the headgear are the result of cutting-out peculiarities,
and of the material tectonics after the sewing of its pieces which have
been properly cut out befcrehand. This circumstance ought to be taken
into account because it is cf great importance in case we want to discern
different kinds of headgear, when only inconographic sources, indicating
but its form, are available. That is why the aim of the actual work is
an attempt of making, on base of above mentioned considerations, at
least a most general systematization of folk men's headgear; slthough the
most tempting thing would be to try to gi e a factual picture of how
this part of clothes has been developing, such an attempt would be pre-
mature and unjustified. A material much tco incomplete, scarcity of other
historical sources, lack of detailed descriptions concerning the mutual
influence of clothes worn in the village, mancr, town, clothes worn oy
the clergy and army, all that doesn’t yet allow to drew adequate con-
clusions in this respect.

Except few sorts of headgear which were found in the past in a ready
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form, like all kinds of fruit hollowed out, furs of small animals and
except those rare cases when they were manufactured of a tube-shaped
material or cut out of wood, the basic technigque for the manufacturing
of men’s headgear was weaving, knitting, felting and sewing from furs
and different kinds of textile, The row material used for weaving was
in the first line straw and grass and sometimes also leaves, reed, roots etc.
For knitting purposes all sorts of yarn or threads, of animal or vegetable
origin, were applied. The main changes in the shape of the headgear made
of soft- feli and of threads sprang up mainly out of different ways of
turning ocut and of bending.

There was much more possibility of solving the problem when adapting
the material to the circumference of the head and, taking into account
the variely of forms, and by making the headgear out of different sorts
of textile or furs. Such a head-dress came out when the head was covered
or wrapped with one piece of material or when the edges of one or
several pieces of cutting were sewed together,

The decisive importance for the shape of the headgear had its cutting.
On base of an analysis made on a considerable number of examples —
three main groups of head-dress have been marked out, viz. headgear
consisting of a kerchief {or turban), hood and of a cammon group of
cylindrical cone-shaped and semicircular head coverings.

To the first group can belong all the head-co erings which are com-
posed of one piece of textile slipped on the head or by means of which
the head is wrapped. Hoods were mainly used to protect the head against
cold and were manufactured out of furs or warm iextile. The simpliest
types of hoods were obtained from one rectangular piece of textile sewn
on the top or on the back of the head; sometimes in those places an
additional piece of material was sewn up. The cut of another type of
hood consisted in a rectangular piece with two additional pieces sewn up
on the sides of the head. All hoods had but one plane of symetry.

A characteristic feature of a cylindric and a cone-shaped headgear is
that the cut of its lower part has always a shape of a cap-band, even
when it makes only a narrow strip and is composed of one or several
parts The difference between both forms is mainly the way of covering
the cap-band from the top by means of cutting out and sewing up
iriangles of varions shape. The headgear had the same feature even in
that case when the whole cap-band was composed of several parts sewed
up together. The kind of the top cover was the reason why some Kkinds
of headgear kept a cylindric form, others a cone-shaped one and still
others a quadrangular Polish cap form (rogatywka),

The analysis of the cut led the author to the conclusion that the popular
folk men’s headgear in Poland called "wécieklica”, which was considered
up to now to be a kind of hood, springs from the cylindric headgear.
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He also thinks that the territorial borders, where the hoods were worn
as a protection against cold, reached only the extreme north-west fron-
tierline of the Polish confines, The main territories, where the hood
was met with, were Nothern Great Russia and Byelerussia. Father to
the south and to the west of above territoires were lands where the main
headgear was the cylindric and the cone-shaped one, This circumstance
was due in the first line to climatic conditions.
